Dr. Chelsea Walton is a Selma Bloch Brown Assistant Professor in the
Mathematics Department at Temple University. Her areas of research lie in
noncommutative algebra, noncommutative algebraic geometry, quantum
algebra, and representation theory.

She also
taught in the EDGE (Enhancing Diversity in Graduate Education) program
for four consecutive summers.
